Mice: 

Recently there have been several reports on the media about mice plagues in Victoria, 
especially in the West and South West.  In my front yard the other day I witnessed a mag-
pie swoop down and collect a mouse from just under my garage door. Something I had 
never seen before. 

Recently our staff and students have noticed evidence of the presence of mice here at 
school.   

I want to reassure parents and students that we are taking appropriate steps to prevent 
the spread of the mice and eradicate any that are here.  Safe bait traps have been placed 
under the school and in places that students do not have access to.  Staff  are reminding 
students to place all food scraps in bins, not to óstoreô any foods in their lockers and to 
make sure that lunch boxes and bags are closed tightly.  Our cleaners are being extra 
vigilant when cleaning. 

It would be appreciated if parents ensure that snacks and lunches are sent to school in 
tightly sealed lunch boxes rather than plastic or paper bags.

Next Wednesday is ANZAC Day and I am encouraging all of our school community to 
attend either one or both of the ANZAC Day services in our area.  Our School Leaders 
and I will be in attendance at both the Dennington Service (breakfast starts at 7.30am) 
and the Warrnambool March (commences at 10.45).

What not to put in healthy school lunches 
Some items do not belong in a healthy school lunchbox. Six items to avoid when preparing 
lunch for your children include:  

¶ all sweet drinks such as fruit juices, fruit drinks, cordials, sports drinks, energy drinks, flavoured waters, fla-
voured mineral waters, iced teas and soft drinks. These are high in energy (kilojoules) and sugar, and can lead 
to weight gain and oral health problems in children 

¶ dried fruit bars and óstrapsô. These are low in fibre and are also high in sugar and can stick to childrenôs teeth, 
causing tooth decay 

¶ 'dairy desserts', chocolate bars and muesli bars. These are generally high in fat and sugar 

¶ chocolate spreads, jams and honey in sandwiches. These add extra, unnecessary sugar to the lunchbox 

¶ fatty, salty processed meats such as salami and strasburg 

¶ 'oven-baked' savoury biscuits. These may sound like healthier options,                            

but some are just as high in salt and fat as crisps.
